Immediately following the completion of the Public Hearing on the proposed year 2021 budget, Chairman Dan Knutzen called the special town meeting of the electors to adopt the 2020 Town “tax levy” to be paid in 2021 to order at 6:46 p.m.  Officials Present:  Chairman Dan Knutzen, 1st Supervisor Dan Rettler, 2nd Supervisor Tom Neubert, Clerk Christy Stover, and Treasurer Jeri Ohman.

The agenda was posted according to the open meeting law in the Seymour Advertiser newspaper the week of October 26, 2020.  The agenda was also posted at the posting place and the Town website on October 26, 2020.

Total proposed budget of income and expenses for 2021 is $472,897.  Expenditures for 2020 were $409,533 which is a 15.47198% increase for 2021.

2019’s assessed value (includes real and personal property) was $96,426,700.  The 2020’s assessed value is $98,414,000.  This is an increased value of $1,987,300 which is a 2.06094% increase of assessed value for 2020. 

The Mil rate was $2.26297281for 2019.  The Mil rate for 2020 is $2.26620196.  This amount has increased by $.000322916 from the previous year.


The 2020 payable 2021 allowable levy is $223,026.  The 2019 payable 2020’s town levy was $218,211.  The amount of the town levy would be up $4815 an increase of 2.20658% from 2020’s budget due to net new construction.  


The resolution was read.  A show of hands was done to approve the 2020 town tax levy paid out in 2021 which would be $223,026:  7 aye; 0 nay; 0 abstaining or not voting.  Approved.  Chairman and Clerk sign the resolution.
